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Gas alarm DGA-6211 & DGA-6233

Important: Read all of the following instructions before
installing the units! It is important to achieve the desired
result.

Product Description

This Gas alarm is designed to detect and alert the oc-
currence of different types of explosive gases in normal
residential environments. Explosive gases are dangerous
when the concentration exceeds a certain level, Lower
Explosion Limit in air (LEL). The Gas alarm is calibrated

to alert in good time before this gas concentration is
reached. For more information on which gases the alarm
detects, as well as calibrated alarm levels, see below. The
alarm is connected to 12VDC (direct voltage) when used
in a cottage or cabin. In homes, it is connected directly to
a wall socket via the supplied 230VAC to 12VDC power
adapter.

Characteristics

The LED indicators provide information on the status
of the Gas alarm during installation, alarms and
during normal operation.

A push on the test / pause button, silences any
unwanted alarms for 10 minutes.

Automatic self-test to ensure that the sensor works
reliably.

Interconnect with up to 16 other gas alarms.
Automatic lifetime warning that warns when the
sensor is exhausted.

Sensitivity in accordance with the requirements of
EN 50194-1: 2009.

Placement

We recommend that the Gas alarm to be mounted near
the place where it is possible to expect that a gas leak
may occur, eg. in a kitchen. This can be in the vicinity

of all gas-connected equipment, gas lines, gas tanks,
etc. installation of several gas alarms can often increase
safety. Depending on the type of gas you primarily want
to detect, the Gas alarm should be mounted at different
heights. Also, make sure that there is a wall outlet max.
2 meters from the location where the alarm is located, if
supplied with the 230 V AC power adapter.

NOTE! The Gas alarm should be installed by a
knowledgeable person or expert. There is a risk of
permanent failure if the equipment is in any way
incorrectly installed, modified or damaged.

Natural gas / City gas (Methane

Natural gas consists mainly of methane that is lighter
than air, the Gas alarm must be mounted high up on
the wall. Keep in mind that the gas alarm must then not
be lower than any door or window opening. Normal
placement is at most 30 cm from the ceiling and around
1-5 m from the gas equipment. See the figure below.

LPG gas (Propane or Butane)

If the Gas alarm is to detect LPG gases (bottle gas) that
are heavier than air, the Alarm should be mounted low
near the lowest point. Keep in mind that there should be
no door or open-able window between the alarm and
the gas source, it can prevent leaking gas from reaching
the alarm. Normal placement is at most 30 cm from the
floor and at most 4m from the gas equipment. See the
figure above. Remember that this type of gas is heavy
and can "flood” under the floor. Therefore, place the
alarm under any removable or open floor solutions.

Avoid placement:

« Directly above an oven or stove where food, steak
grease and dirt can affect the alarm.

* Directly above a sink where water splash (moisture)
and dirt can affect the alarm.

* Beside ventilation ducts, fans or poorly insulated
windows / doors as there may be a risk of draft.

* Built-in or covered, as it may delay the detection of gas
leakage.

* Outdoors or where the humidity is less than 30% or
higher than 90% relative humidity eg in bathrooms.
Operating temperature between -10 and +50 °C.

Installation
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1. Select the appropriate location for installation accord-
ing to the section "Placement” as per above. Ensure that
no electrical wiring or pipes can be damaged during
installation. Loosen the mounting bracket on the back by
releasing the locking tab at the upper part of the device.

2. Loosen the screw on the bottom of the alarm and
open the installation hatch. Choose the appropriate type
of supplied power cord, either with a 12V DC plug or the
one with a 230V AC adapter. Connect the cable to the
connectors of the terminal block marked "V +” or “"GND".
If required, the cable laying can be done either from

the back (through the mounting plate) or through the
installation hatch, straight from below. Be sure to follow
the polarity, positive conductor to "V +”, and negative
to "GND” see marking on the cable, as the colour is not
always the same in different production batches.

3. If necessary, the alarm can be connected to other
Gas alarms, in this case use two separate conductors
between the terminals labelled “INT” and “GND” repeat
between the units. On car and boat installations it is
enough with “INT” as the vehicle has common ground.

4. Screw the mounting plate (with the locking tab
pointing upwards) on the wall with the supplied screw
and plug. Close the installation hatch and then secure
the hatch with the screw. Then slide the alarm in to the
mounting bracket.

5. Connect the power supply to 12 V DC, or if applica-
ble, to 230 VV AC via the supplied AC adapter. When the
power supply is correct, the green LED lights up. Shortly
thereafter, yellow and red LEDs will also light up for 1 sec,
indicating that the gas alarm works and is calibrated.

6. If the green LED is on, the alarm is ready for use, oth-
erwise check the connection and the power supply as
above. Then press the test button to check the Gas alarm
function. NOTE! High noise level!

NOTE! It can take up to 5 minutes before the Gas
alarm is stabilized depending on the ambient temp!

Features

Alarm - gas detection:

When detecting gas in the air (exceeding calibrated
alarm level), an alarm will occur with a series of 4 pow-
erful beeps, which are repeated continuously at 1.5 sec
intervals as long as there is gas in the environment. Red
LED will also flash as long as the gas detector detects
gas. See also “Interconnection” (via wire) below. NOTE!
It may be possible to feel the smell of gas in the air
before the alarm has been alerted, the concentration
is then less than 12% of LEL!

Pause function:

The alarm signal can be stopped by pressing the com-
bined test and pause button. The alarm signal will then
stop immediately and will remain silent for about 10
minutes. Red LED continues to blink at 4 sec intervals, as
long as there is gas in the surroundings.

Interconnection (via wire):

To obtain the earliest possible warning, up to 16 gas
alarms can be connected (via wire). When one unit
alarms, all interconnected units alarm with simultaneous-
ly. Red LED flashes only in the detecting unit. Read on in
the section “Signal functions overview” as per below.

Lifetime Warning and Automatic Self-Test:

The gas sensor has a limited service life of 5 or 10 years*,
the unit will warn in good time before the sensor is
exhausted. You then replace the entire gas alarm. The
detector is also equipped with a self-test function that
ensures proper function. In the event of a technical error,
this is indicated by 2 short beeps and at a lifetime warn-
ing this is indicated by 3 short beeps, in both cases at a
1minute interval. Yellow LED flashes and red LED lights
solid. In the event of a technical error, clean the alarm
and check the power supply and try if necessary to place
the alarm in another room. In case of residual faults or
lifetime warning, replacement should be made as soon
as possible.

Test and maintenance

« Test the Gas alarm by pressing the test button. The
alarm then emits 4 short beeps while the red LED flashes
once for each beep, indicating correct operation.

NOTE! High noise level!

NOTE! Tests with other methods such as gas from

a cigarette lighter, other types of gas or flammable
liquids can be both misleading and present immedi-
ate danger to the environment.

* Test the Gas alarm regularly every month and always
after a longer absence.

« Also check that the indicator light (red LED) flashes
once a minute.

* Keep the Gas alarm free of moisture (damp environ-
ment) and dirt.

* Regularly vacuum the warning of all openings with the
soft brush nozzle.

* Never use detergents, water or chemicals when clean-
ing, as these can damage the Gas sensor! The same
applies if, for example, solvent based detergents, alcohol,
varnish, paint or aerosols are used in the vicinity of the
Gas alarm. This can also trigger unwanted alarms.

« Test the Gas alarm after each cleaning by pressing the
test button.

* When leaving a space where gas is used, close the
equipment and gas supply if possible.

* Do not make any changes to the gas installation unless
you have sufficient knowledge.

* Have a specialist check equipment and gas installations
at regular intervals.

* Ensure that the gas installation is carried out in accord-
ance with current regulations.

« If possible avoid sleeping in the immediate vicinity of
gas installations.

In case of alarm

Take all gas leak alarms and suspicions seriously. Keep
calm and may we suggest the following actions, not
necessarily in the order they are listed.

* Never switch on or off any electrical machines, lamps,
etc. as a spark formation in switches can cause explo-
sions. Immediately extinguish all open flames, including
any flaming flames such as cigarettes & candles.

« Switch off the gas supply and check the connected
equipment like pipes, pipe fittings and hoses.

¢ Open all windows and doors immediately to vent.

« In case of emergency, call the Rescue Service directly
from the outside of the building when everyone is safe.

In case of emergency call: 112 or 91

 Check that all people in the building, boat, caravan or
caravan are safe.

* Do not return to the building until rescue personnel
have arrived and the space has been ventilated, and the
alarm signal has ceased. Keep in mind that heavy gas is
difficult to ventilate from low cavities and similar places.

* In other cases, or if the alarm signal continues to sound
after the pause function is activated, vacate the prem-
ises. Contact your gas equipment supplier, authorized
specialist, or the Rescue Service for assistance. The same
applies, of course, if you do not find the source of the
gas leak.

If you connect this unit to a power outlet with many power
interruptions per day, we recommend you to use an UPS
to secure a stable and correct operation under all circum-
stances.

DGA-6233 (Relay)

DGA-6233 contains two relays for connecting to external
low voltage equipment (max 30Volt/2Amp DC).

Relay 1

Has only one closing function (NO1/CM1) and is activated
immediately when the gas alarm sounds.

Relay 2

Has a toggling function (NO2/NC2/CM?2) and is activated
20 minutes after Relay 1, if the gas alarm is still in alarm
mode. (LEL>12%)

See below for connection suggestions:
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Test external equipment DGA-6233

* Test externally connected equipment by pressing and
holding the test button until the Gas alarm has emitted
4 short beeps, while the red LED flashes once for each
beep, indicating the correct function. Then release the
button and the Relays 1 & 2 will toggle positions.

Test your external equipment, when you are done, press
the test button briefly to reset the gas alarm and relays
to normal positions.

12V DC Adapter

12V DC adapter contains a glass fuse and a switch, if you
don't get the correct function at 12V DC, it may be worth
checking these two things.

Furthermore, it is only one side of the ground sheet that
conducts power, which can sometimes mean that the
adapter in the car or the boat’s socket should be rotated
a bit for proper functioning.

3.0 Amp

Are you doubtful if your device is working?

We at Deltronic take your concerns very seriously, does
the Gas alarm work properly, can | trust it? The unit
measures gas concentration over time and it can some-
times be difficult to simulate an “invented” gas leak. Since
it is both complicated and dangerous to test a gas alarm
correctly, we offer you to send the unit to us, if you are
unsure of the function.

* |ife time of sensor

Depending of model, your Gas alarm normally have a 5
or a 10 year sensor. If a 10 year sensor, it will be stated on
the back of the marking label. Regardless of sensor type,
you will get an alarm notification (3 short beeps) when
the sensor is worn out. A lot of things may affect the

life time of the sensor, humidity, cycle of gas presence
among other parameters. If you like to prolong the life-
time of the device, please store the device dry and warm
when not in use.

Product Warranty

Deltronic Security AB guarantees to you as a buyer that
the Gas alarm will be free from material, workmanship or
design defects under normal use and service for a period
of three years. This guarantee cannot be transferred. Our
